Scholarship awards will be based on the following criteria:

e Need for assistance 40%
e Scholastic Achievement 30%
e Extra-curricular activities 20%
e Quality and completeness of application material 10%

The scholarships will be awarded to students in the Sacramento City Unified School district
attending district supported high schools and district supported charter high schools.

e Letters of Recommendation requirements: One letter, written/typed on official school
letterhead, must be from a principal, counselor or other administrator describing the
applicant’s activities, leadership record, character, personality, initiative, and home
background. The second letter, written/typed on official letterhead, must be from
someone other than a CAPEDS member, relative, or school/education related individual
(such as a minister, work supervisor, or community leader.)

e Provide an essay about yourself, your goals and the reason you need this scholarship.

e Transcript requirements: Enclose with application an official high school transcript
which includes class rank. Copies are not acceptable.
